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Taxonomy is essential for understanding the diversity of life on earth, and how species are related and have evolved
over time. Authentic species-level diagnosis is often a key to successful insect pest management and bio-security.
In agriculture, insects can cause significant damage to crops, which can lead to reduced yields and lower crop
quality. Different types of insects can cause different types of damage, and some insects are considered to be
major pests of specific crops. Insect identification is important in agriculture because it allows farmers and other
agricultural professionals to effectively manage pest populations and protect crops from damage. By identifying
the specific insects that are causing problems, farmers can select the most appropriate and effective control
measures. This three day workshop will provide a practical overview of the basic taxonomic identification of

agriculturally important insects. This workshop is primarily aimed at training researchers and teachers with

interest in biodiversity, conservation, biological invasion and related areas of biology.
Following topics will be covered;
» Best practices for economically important insects collection, preservation and curation

» Morphological identification, genitalia dissection and imaging techniques

» Preparation of keys and identification of common families of major insect orders using keys
